In response, the creation of a marine
infrastructure fund was announced in the 2008 State Budget. The fund will be sourced from a levy on vessel
registrations in 2008-2009. Queensland Treasury estimates that approximately $7 million will be raised from
the levy in that year.

There appears to be capacity for investment in the marina sector in Queensland, Victoria, Western Australia
and South Australia and the Queensland Government has also initiated a strategy aimed at developing the
Super-yacht segment within the Queensland industry.

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WEALTH DISTRIBUTION

Figure 2 (ABS, 2007a) shows the geographic distribution of high wealth households (>$2,500 gross income per
week) throughout Queensland. Of note is the comparatively high concentration in the central north and north-
western corner of the state. Across the whole state, the median net worth of households in 2005-06 was $356
thousand and the mean weekly income was $1,357 (median=$1,139). The principal source of income for 63.4%
of households at that time was wages and salaries. For another 23.8%, it was government pensions and
allowances. Mean net household worth was $499.5 thousand in June 2006. Peak weekly earnings occurred
between 35 and 54 years of age (ABS, 2007b).

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INDUSTRY STRUCTURE

INDUSTRY SIZE AND PERFORMANCE

EDMA (EMDA, 2007) estimated that in 2005-06 the total Recreational Boating Industry within Australia
generated direct industry revenue of $7.8 billion nationally, including annual exports of $934 million. Overall,
EDMA estimated, the Australian Recreational Boating Industry employed 28 thousand full-time, part-time and
casual employees in 2005 (EMDA, 2007).

Marine equipment is covered by ANZSIC code 4245, which includes boats and their accessories, boat trailers
and jet skis. The Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS, 2008b) reported that total income for retailers of Marine
equipment in Australia in 2005-06 was $1.7 billion and the retail segment employed 4,039 persons at that
time. In that same year, total expenses for retailers of Marine equipment totalled $1.6 billion; 79.7% of which
was for purchases and 9.1% for wages and salaries (ABS, 2008b). Overall nett income as a percentage of sales
therefore was 6.6%.

GROWTH IN VESSEL REGISTRATIONS ACROSS AUSTRALIA

On 30" June 2008, there was an estimated 779.1 thousand registered recreational marine vessels in Australia.
It is worthy of note that not all boats require registration, and so the total number of recreational vessels may
be much higher.

Victoria, 2008) estimated that there were 28,500 recreational vessels in the Northern Territory that would be
required to be registered in other jurisdictions, but for which registration is not required in the Territory. Apart
from South Australia and Tasmania, all states recorded steady growth in number of vessel registrations each
year between June 2004 and June 2008." The average rate of annual growth in vessel registrations was 3.6%
Australia-wide. Highest annual growth occurred in WA (5.1%) and Queensland (4.9%) over the period.

GROWTH IN VESSEL REGISTRATIONS IN QUEENSLAND

Queensland Transport recorded 222,927 registered recreational marine vessels in Queensland on 30" June
2008; an increase of 4.5% over the prior year. As Figure 4 indicates, the average annual rate of increase in
registrations in Queensland has been 4.9% since June 2004. Figures 5 to 10 show the number of registrations
by vessel classification and polynomial trends for each class from April to September 2008.

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VESSEL SIZE

The median size for registered recreational vessels in Queensland in September 2008 was in the range of 4.1 to
4.5 metres. As Figure 11 indicates, 62.5% of registered vessels were up to 4.5 metres long and 37.5% were
more than 4.5 metres in length. The most common size for registered recreational vessels in the State was
within the range of 3.01 metres to 4.0 metres (36% of all registered vessels). Least common were vessels up to
3.0 metres in length (4% of all registered vessels). Ninety-four percent of registered vessels in Queensland
were eight meters or less in length.

GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION OF VESSEL REGISTRATIONS

Of the total registered recreational marine vessels in Australia on 30" June 2008, 28.6% had been registered in
Queensland, 27.9% in NSW, 21.4% in Victoria, 11.4% in WA, 7.4% in SA® and 3.3% in Tasmania. In September
2008, 61.5% of recreational boat registrations in Queensland were located A Y (i K Ssoufh @@dstérrScrrer
in an area bordered by the Sunshine Coast, Ipswich and the Gold Coast.

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SUMMARY OF GOLD COAST RESEARCH

An April 2008 survey of business owner-operators on the Gold Coast (Blackman & Hurd, 2008) identified a
total of 657 businesses in the Gold Coast Marine industry at that time. The estimated annual revenue for the
industry in 2006-07 was $985.5 million and the industry employed an estimated 2,967 full-time equivalent
(FTE) employees.

The median age of businesses was eight years. Eighty four percent of Gold Coast Marine businesses surveyed
were headquartered in Gold Coast City. A small number were located elsewhere in Queensland (6.7%) and
interstate (5.8%). Four businesses (3.3%) had their head office outside Australia. Approximately one in nine
Marine businesses operated from a residential address most of the time. Almost six in ten (58.3%) were
private companies and another 15.0% were sole traders. Other legal structures were partnerships, trusts,
public companies and a few were subsidiaries of national or multinational companies. Just 2.5% operated
under a franchise arrangement. Almost one in six businesses was engaged in boat manufacturing and just
under a quarter were engaged in marine repairs. Other core activities of significance included marine sales,
boat fittings and marine products. Approximately one in five Gold Coast Marine businesses reported exporting.

Enterprise objectives of greatest importance were to achieve business stability, high productivity and high
profits. However, recruitment and training was a significant problem for Gold Coast Marine industry
businesses. More than half (56.7%) reported having some difficulties with recruiting people with the skills their
business needed. Key impacts of that included a lack of qualified and experienced workers, high training and
retraining costs, high staff turnover, more stress and longer hours for existing workers, and loss of revenue
and/or clients from not being able to take on projects or taking longer to complete projects.

The study found that, overall, the intensity of rivalry within the Gold Coast Marine industry appeared
moderate, but may have been bipolar with intensity increasing in line with product value and sales volume and
for those products open to low cost competition from overseas. Despite that and significant skills shortages,
overall satisfaction with business achievements was very high and only 2.6% of respondents were not satisfied
with the performance of their business at that time. However, the current global financial situation is thought
likely to have had a negative impact on that attitude.

INFRASTRUCTURE

PROVISION AND MANAGEMENT OF RECREATIONAL MARINE INFRASTRUCTURE

Recreational marine infrastructure in Queensland is provided by a mix of local government authorities,
Queensland Transport and private developers and managed by Queensland Transport and local authorities.
Queensland Transport provides funding for facilities such as boat ramps and pontoons and managing local
government and port authorities carry responsibility for providing land-based infrastructure, such as car parks.
Local managing authorities are responsible for funding and maintaining ancillary facilities, such as car and
trailer parking, lighting and amenities blocks, general day-to-day maintenance of the water-based facility, such
as boat ramps, limiting usage of facilities to genuine recreational boaties and to authorised users where five
tonne load limits are not exceeded, and maintaining the public marine facilities in good condition, to a
standard appropriate to its use (QT, 2008).

Specifically, Queensland Transport has responsibility for managing five of the eleven state boat harbours
throughout Queensland®, building new and improved recreational boating facilities, maintaining existing

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infrastructure in a safe and usable condition, and providing policy and strategic direction for recreational
boating infrastructure. Queensland Transport also owns and maintains public boating facilities in those eleven
harbours and is responsible for maintaining the entrance and internal navigation channels to those facilities
(QT, 2008).

Currently Queensland Transport owns:

e 270 boat ramps;

e 101 jetties

e 72 channels;

e 35 other infrastructure items (including Gold Coast Seaway, sand bypass system, quarries, harbour
land and walls;

e 11 boat harbours.

The net book value of these assets is $290 million.
Future boat harbour developments that are in the final planning stages include:

e Urangan - $800 million redevelopment.

e Snapper Creek ¢ new marina development proposed for Norman Point at tin Can Bay valued at $30
million;

e Bowen ¢ proposed harbour development worth $500 million.

Queensland Transport reports that key challenges regarding future infrastructure planning include:

e Demand outstripping funding for new infrastructure projects;

e Infrastructure cost escalations;

e Ageing assets requiring increased levels of maintenance;

e Demanding environmental approval processes often requiring extended periods for approvals to
materialise.

There is an annual two phase process for progressing new recreational marine infrastructure in Queensland.

The first phase involves developing and prioritising bid proposals at local management authority (local
government or port authority) level prior to submission to Queensland Transport regional officers for initial
assessment and prioritisation. The second phase involves further consideration and prioritisation by

INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT

Given that current trends in recreational vessels continue over the next five years, an additional twenty
marinas will be required Australia-wide (Table 2). In particular, Queensland, Victoria, Western Australia and
South Australia appear underserviced, while Tasmania and NSW appear to be over-serviced.
